Please be advised that your child must meet the following eligibility 
requirements in order to be considered to participate in the television project 
currently entitled “Beat the Clock” (the “Program”): 

• Parents or legal guardians must apply for this show under their own profile and 
on behalf of contestants. 

• Kid contestants must be between 8 and 13 years of age at the time of filming.  
• Adult contestants must be 18 years of age and older at the time of filming. 
• Parents/legal guardians and contestants must be legal residents of the United 

States at the time of filming. 
• Parents/legal guardians and contestants must be available to film for 

approximately one day and a half in Los Angeles, California in September 2017. 
• Parents or legal guardians of all prospective kid contestants/participants must 

complete this application prior to consideration, and may be asked to sign 
additional casting application and release materials. 

• If you are selected as a potential participant you must execute waivers and 
release agreements required by Producer and NBCUniversal or any of their 
licensees, successors or assigns. 

 
All eligibility determinations shall be made solely by Producer and/or NBCUniversal in 
its/their sole discretion and are final and binding in all respects.  Producer reserves the 
right to add to or modify the eligibility requirements at any time. 
 
In addition, Producer and NBCUniversal each reserves the right at any time to render 
ineligible any person who Producer or NBCUniversal determines, in its sole discretion, 
is sufficiently connected with the production, administration, or distribution of the 
Program such that his or her participation in the Program could create the appearance 
of impropriety. 
 
 
Any offer to become a participant may be conditioned upon your submission to a 
physical and/or psychological examination to be conducted in Los Angeles, California, 
by medical professionals (selected by and paid for by Producer) and the certification of 
the medical professionals that you meet all physical and psychological requirements.
